A ten gallon water dispenser will be available to volunteers all day.  Water will be located in an accessible location, alongside snacks and other refreshments.  Volunteers will be encouraged to take several breaks during the four-hour work day.  Arcata, CA has a mild climate, and temperatures are not expected to exceed 75 degrees Fahrenheit.  Site is mostly shaded and includes shaded areas to rest, away from people still at work.
WSP Members are trained at noticing the signs of heat exhaustion, extreme dehydration, and methods to address these ailments.  Members will explain these signs, symptoms, and preventative measure to volunteers during the pre-work safety meeting.

City of Arcata will provide a portable toilet on-site.  If the number of volunteers exceeds the number of uses suggested for said portable toilet, one vehicle and WSP Member will be designated to transport volunteers to public bathrooms at HSU library (approximately 1 mile from site).  A round-trip to the HSU library bathrooms will take up to 15 minutes.

	Transporting pots on uneven terrain
	Back strain, fatigue, falling
	Bend knees and look straight ahead when listing heavy objects, wear proper foot attire for uneven terrain, plan a clear route before carrying heavy items, ask for help if the load is too large or heavy, bring a wheelbarrow to transport materials.

	Parking at site
	*Driving on gravel

*Driving next to river

	* Parking areas will be clearly marked and flagged or a Member will direct vehicles to parking areas.

* Drivers will be warned about hazards of driving on a gravel bar prior to arrival at work site. These hazards include rough substrate that can damage tires, especially at excessive speeds. 

* Drivers will be warned to maintain safe speeds ≤ 10 mph while driving on the gravel.


	Walking in the water/river banks.
	*Slips and falls
	Working on or by the river will mean wet conditions and the potential for slips and falls. Volunteers will be advised to walk carefully in wet or muddy conditions and on inclines. If someone has an accident, do not move them. Have a first responder examine the injured person. Ice packs and first aid kits will be available.

	Working in thickly wooded areas.
	*Insect bites and bee stings.
	This will be discussed at the safety meeting prior to the event.  Any volunteers with allergies to bees will be asked to work in areas where there are no bees. Volunteers will also be recommended to have an epi-pen with them in case they are stung. Bug spray will be provided and volunteers will be advised to use it if they feel it is needed.

	*Volunteers will be made aware of the risks of working in water with poor visibility.  
*Work in turbid water will be minimal.

*All volunteers must have appropriate shoes or boots that will assist in preventing slipping on creek bottom.

*Waders will be available to volunteers. 

*A crossing area (where water is low) will be discussed and flagged during the safety meeting.

	*Proper removal technique will be demonstrated during the safety meeting. 

*Personal Protective Equipment will be provided to volunteers.

*Volunteers will be requested to wear proper clothing that covers the skin.

*Poison oak and Stinging Nettle identification cards will be provided to volunteers. These will also be pointed out during safety meeting. 

	Working in the sun.
	*Dehydration

*Heat exhaustion


	*Cold bottled water will be provided to volunteers throughout the day.

*Shade can be found at the barn next to the work site.

*Volunteers will be encouraged to take frequent breaks and rehydrate.
