	*Drivers will be warned about hazards of driving on a gravel bar prior to departure. These hazards include rough substrate that can damage tires, especially at excessive speeds. 

* Drivers will be warned to maintain safe speeds when driving on the gravel, ≤ 10 mph.

* Drivers will be advised to check their tires prior to departure; if tread is below 50% drivers will be advised to use a different vehicle. 
	
	

	*Non-Natives Species Eradication
	*Muscle strain/sprain

*Cuts, scrapes, splinter, etc.

*Weather
	*Appropriate stretching prior to type of task and after cool down periods should be executed.  The number one accident when pulling non-native plants are wrist injuries. So, stretch properly and for appropriate amount of time.

*Proper technique of species removal is necessary to prevent injury.

*Wear appropriate gloves to prevent cuts, scrapes, splinters, etc. due to use of tool/plant removal

*Be conscious of changing weather patterns including temperature and humidity.  Wear PPE accordingly i.e. raingear when it is raining, extra layers underneath uniform when cold, sunscreen when necessary, etc.

*Use clear concise communication 
* Med-kits will be available at each site and site leaders will be certified in first-aid.

	*Walking and working on the grade in the rain
	Hypothermia
	*Be aware of hypothermia in yourself and others.  

*Be prepared for cold weather by carrying warm, insulated clothing and hat.  

*Carry rain gear to keep from becoming wet.  

*Avoid getting excessively cold by wearing warm clothing and staying dry.  

*Terminate the work right away if you suspect that you or someone on the crew is becoming hypothermic.  

Signs – feeling cold, pain in extremities, shivering, numbness, muscle stiffness (especially in the neck, arms and legs), poor coordination, drowsiness, slow or irregular breathing and heart rate, cool skin, and puffiness in the face. In advanced stages, the thinking process slows down and the victim becomes apathetic and disagreeable, speech becomes slurred.

*First Aid – call for medical help.  Move into a warm area, remove frozen wet or tight clothing.  Bundle in warm blankets. Drink something warm, not hot (avoid caffeine or alcohol).

	Working near a swift moving river
	Drowning, hypothermia
	*Volunteers will be advised to stay at least 15 ft. from the river and to not enter the water.   
*A swift-water rescue certified individual will be at each site equipped with a throw-rope.
	
	

	Working in riparian vegetation
	Poison Oak, other harmful plants

	*We will discuss and show volunteers a picture of poison oak so they know what to avoid.  Volunteers will be given gloves to protect their hands from poison oak. Water will be available to wash body parts if contact does occur. 

* Tools which have come into contact with poison oak will be separated, flagged & cleaned in order to reduce potential                   exposure to volunteers and also to be followed up with Tecnu washing by volunteers.
