	Walking in and out of project site over uneven terrain
	*Slipping hazards
	*Prior to project all volunteers will have an orientation to the project, the project site, and project safety. This includes how to walk around the site and methods to ensure personal safety.
*Have a specified walking path/walking area in and out of site. Also alert volunteers to tripping hazards and to walk with caution.

	
	

	Removal of non-native invasive species; cutting planting native trees/willow sprigging 
	*Muscle strain
*lacerations

*contusions  
*striking surrounding volunteers 



	*Appropriate stretching prior to type of task and after cool down periods should be executed. The number one accident when pulling non-native plants are wrist injuries. Stretching properly for appropriate amount of time will help reduce the risk of injury.

*Two volunteers will carry each bundle, to reduce weight and strain.  

*Proper technique of tool use and species removal is necessary to prevent injury. Volunteers will receive a demonstration and guidance for proper technique.
*Wear appropriate gear to prevent cuts, scrapes, splinters, etc. due to use of tool/plant removal.
*Use clear concise communication.
*A safety distance of 6 feet will be enforced and communicated at safety meeting. 

	
	

	Working in thickly wooded areas
	*Insect bites and bee stings.
	*This will be discussed at the safety meeting prior to the event.  Any volunteers with allergies to bees will be asked to work on willow sprigging or in areas where there are no bees. It will also be recommended that they have an epi-pen with them in case they are stung. Bug spray will be provided and volunteers will be advised to use it if they feel it is needed.
	
	

	Equipment set-up
	*Muscle or back strain lifting heavy objects
	*Use proper lifting techniques, get help if too heavy.

*Wear proper PPE. 

*Use clear concise communication. 

*Stretch accordingly.

*Lift with legs, not back.
	
	

	Walking to and from work site
	*Poison oak exposure
	 *Location of poison oak will be announced.

*Volunteers will be advised to wear long sleeves.

*Show volunteers picture of poison oak to familiarize them with plant.

*Have Technu available on site.

*Encourage volunteers to wash hands and other areas possibly exposed to poison oak to reduce the risk of spreading oils.

* Tools which have come into contact with poison oak will be separated, flagged & cleaned in order to reduce potential exposure to volunteers and also to be followed up with Tecnu washing by volunteers.
	
	

	Moving small trees
	*back strain

*slips/trips/falls
	*Stretch muscles prior to activity

*Be alert and aware of what is taking place around you

*Lift with your legs, do not carry more than you can handle

*Remove tripping hazards from access areas and paths

*Wear and use safety gear when necessary

*Use the buddy system if an object is too heavy to lift by yourself
	
	

	Handling small shovels
	*Pintching fingers, cuts

*Back strain

*Slips/trips/falls
	*Wear work gloves, have first aid items available

*Volunteers will be advised to not wear loose-fitting clothing and to wear appropriate PPE

*Keep a safe working distance from others working nearby

*Use arms and legs to apply pressure to the tool, not your back!

*Volunteers will be trained to properly use project-specific tools prior to the work beginning
	
	

	Crossing the creek/walking within the creek
	*Drowning
	*Volunteers will be made aware of the risks of working in water with poor visibility.  Work in turbid water will be minimal.

*All volunteers must have appropriate shoes/boots that will assist in preventing slipping on creek bottom.

*Waders will be available to volunteers. 

*A crossing area (where water is low) will be discussed during the safety meeting and flagged.

	
	

	*Carrying tools, willow, and invasive species in and out of project location
	*Cuts, scrapes, bruises
	*A first aid kit will be available and easily accessible at all times. First-aid certified personnel on-site. 

*Demonstrate to volunteers how to properly use, carry, and store tools.
