	Strains from lifting
	Volunteers will be instructed to use their legs to lift heavy objects and to not lift anything too heavy.  If needed, volunteers should get help from others or leave extremely heavy objects behind. Clear communication should be used between all volunteers when lifting heavy objects.
	
	

	Walking in the water/river banks
	Slips, falls
	Working on/by the river will mean wet conditions and the potential for slips/falls. Volunteers will be advised to walk carefully in wet or muddy conditions and on inclines. If there is an accident, do not move the person. Have a first responder look at the injured person. Ice packs and first aid kits will be available.
	
	

	Trash Clean-Up
	Health hazards or concerns
	Volunteers will be instructed to use gloves to pick up trash.  Some of the trash may be hazardous (i.e. diapers, needles, broken glass, toilet paper, etc.).  If volunteers feel that they have to come into contact with something hazardous, they should wash their hands thoroughly (using soap and/or sand to scrub hands/body) and notify someone to obtain further assistance. Volunteers will be instructed to not pick up any hazardous items.

	Trash Clean-Up
	Sharp Objects and Cuts
	Volunteers will be advised to not pick up sharp objects. Leave them where they are and tell one of the project coordinators. If there is a cut, have a first responder look at and treat with first aid. Serious cuts will be treated as a medical emergency. Volunteers will wear PPE to reduce risks associated with trash pickup, like rotten items, etc. PPE for trash pickup includes gloves, closed-toe shoes and long sleeve shirts.
	
	

	Trash Clean-Up
	Pokes and bangs
	Be careful of other people when carting large pieces of trash around. Clear communication should be used between all volunteers will picking up/carrying around large pieces of trash.
	
	

	Working outside
	Heat Illness/Exhaustion
	Wear waterproof sunscreen and a hat. All volunteers will be instructed to drinks lots of water and take breaks in the river or in the shade if needed.
	
	

	Standing on river banks
	Poison Oak
	Volunteers will all be instructed on what poison oak looks like (even those who have no history of reactions can become sensitized after repeated exposure). All volunteers must wear proper field attire which includes close-toe shoes, long sleeve shirts and pants, etc. If skin becomes exposed to poison oak, wash skin with cold water for 1 to 13 minutes after exposure. Wash clothes, shoes, packs, etc. that have been exposed to poison oak. Apply Technu or other related products to exposed area, while avoided the eyes.
