Note – Press Releases are written as a mini news article. A reporter may wish to use this information to write a news story, so be sure to write in third person and address the event from an interesting, newsworthy perspective. Paragraphs should be double or 1.5 spaced for ease of reading, indented, and entire release should not exceed one page, but can if necessary. Add contact information in the body text, as well as at the top of the page.

[CITY]. Lead Paragraph – Begin with a leading sentence which draws attention to the issues surrounding the project. Keep it under 25 words, and make sure it strives to grab the reader’s attention. Follow that sentence with basic event info: Who’s hosting and sponsoring the event, the project time, date, location, and any additional information to help orient the reader.] 
Body Paragraph – Provide more detailed information regarding the event. Include a background of the project. Make sure to explain who this project will benefit anadromous fish, their habitat, or the watershed. Also provide directions, parking, what volunteers should bring (food, water, etc.), and any other special instructions. Include that the event is sponsored/co-sponsored by the Watershed Stewards Program.

Last Paragraph (Mandatory) – The mission of the Watershed Stewards Program (WSP) is to conserve, restore, and enhance anadromous watersheds for future generations by linking education with high-quality scientific practices. A program of the California Conservation Corps, WSP is one of the most productive programs for future employment in natural resources. WSP is administered by CaliforniaVolunteers and sponsored by the Corporation for National and Community Service.
