Job Hazard Analysis Instructions



1. Project/Work Title – The name of the site and project.
2. Project Work Code – Leave blank. 

3. Date JHA Developed – The date the JHA was written. 
4. Project Sponsor – List of partner organizations (Example: Department of Parks and Recreation, Redwood State Park, DFG, etc.).
5. Location –Physical address of the project site. 
6. Project Coordinator’s Name(s) – Names of mentors, co-mentors, or members leading project.

7. Crew Supervisor’s Name – Name of WSP staff that approves the JHA (usually the Project Manager in your region). Your region’s Project Manager needs to sign the JHAs before the ISP event.
8. Closest Medical Facility To Project - Provide the physical address and directions to the facility.  Ensure the directions are clear and up-to-date (Examples: Hospital, Fire Station, Urgent Care Facility).
a. Procedures To Be Followed In The Event Of Medical Emergency – List who on site is certified in medical training.  State what forms of communication will be used to reach help (radio, cell phone, GPS), and any other pertinent info.
9. Medical Facility Phone Number – List phone numbers for closest medical facilities.
a. Additional Emergency Phone Numbers – Include 911, additional hospital phone numbers, additional emergency services numbers, Mentor/Site Supervisor contact info
10. Heat-Related Provisions – Define break schedule and location.  Refer to current websites to learn more about symptoms and treatment.

11. Provisions for Restroom Use – Location of restrooms, distance from worksite, transportation to restroom (walking, driving, etc), and how long it will take to get from the worksite to the restroom location.
12. Activity/Task - List all tasks related to the project. Be specific and exhaustive.  There should be at least six to seven possible activities and associated hazards (Example: transporting potted plants on uneven terrain).
13. Activity/Task Hazards - All hazards associated with the risks mentioned above. (Example: back strain, fatigue, falling).
14. Preventative Measures To Be Taken To Reduce Risk Of Injury/Illness From Activity/Task Hazards – Brainstorm and list all actions that can be taken to prevent the hazards listed in corresponding task (Example: bend knees and look straight ahead when lifting heavy objects, wear proper foot attire for uneven terrain, plan and clear route before carrying heavy items, ask for help if load is too large, bring wheel barrow to transport materials, etc.).
Dates Discussed During Safety Tailgate Meeting/Date Related Safety Activity Conducted: Members are expected to review all hazards and preventative measures on the day of their ISP and document that each topic was covered by entering the appropriate date here (probably only in the first column).
