*This is a programmatic requirement. All AmeriCorps WSP members are fingerprinted through the DOJ and the FBI, however, do not undergo background checks by individual schools or districts and therefore a teacher must remain in the classroom during WSP presentations*

· Participate in a pre-presentation meeting with the visiting WSP members(s) to discuss lesson plans, objectives, potential field trips, and frequency of presentations.

· Assist members in setting up a time to observe your class before their first presentation.

· Inform members about any students with special needs or who are learning English and discuss with them best teaching practices for teaching all students.

· Inform members of limitations on photography and video.

· Provide information about your class’ level of watershed knowledge.

· Provide classroom discipline and share personal teaching and management techniques that may benefit the WSP members in your classroom. 

· Aid in administering and collecting a Pre and Post Test of student watershed knowledge 

· Complete and submit a Teacher Perception Survey.

· Assist WSP member(s) with their presentation skills by offering encouragement and feedback on their classroom skills if needed.

· Be available to WSP members during their presentations for any additional assistance that might be needed.

· Notify members of any pertinent schedule changes. (Members will do the same.)
