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Sign Construction:

All materials used must be durable and resistant to the elements and graffiti.  The California Department of Parks and Recreation and the California Department of Transportation standards can be used as a guide.

Sign Duration:

Project Signs must be in place for a minimum of four years from the date of project completion.

State Approval:

The grantee must submit proposed locations, size, number of signs and language for review prior to ordering the sign(s).
